HISTORY I CAN’T LEAVE IT ALONE

What was it probably like ?

C and E, together at the ADC, both teachers got to talking...how they migh benefit by their own school, and for some reason came up with pharmacy...chemistry, medicine ?...and then because E was working in the same block as H, and had probably had some conversations with him...they brought him in on it. 

They all went to Macon to theGPhA to see what was going on...and the fact UGa and Mercer were starting colleges probably made them think that there would be a market. 

The three of them put together a curriculum, selected books, found an address..the Grant Building where there was a "dental" lab...and also nearby..and put advertisements in the AJ. Did they get the charter them ? The stock certifications are dated Jan 04. 

They asked a Board of Trustees to participate, and waited...30 students showed up including 3 women. They started with both a sr and jr class so that they could have graduates at the end of the first session. 

They needed to move out for a little while so they could remodel the Grant Building facility..and there was some room in the Atlanta Gas Light Building....the address in the ACD for 04 is probably that. 

Theater seats, a library, laboratories...they fitted up a very nice building, and took pictures for the 05/06 catalog...October - April ?

But Crenshaw and his father had already become involved in the Atlanta School of Medicine, a new school, and HC was probably a stockholder in the building that was being constructed. By 1907 they were ready to relocate ..having just moving into the Grant Building...and added Freeman and a woman registrar...had their own office suite....to manage the accounting, registering students, and taking care of orders for the drug store, they ran Brawner, who had lived in the same..was it a boarding house ? ..where Hood had lived, and also had an office for a time in the 431 Marietta St Building, where he had a store....added a class Serum Therapy which he taught into the 1920s By 1911 the ASM was complaining about arrangements By 1912 HOod took over the deanship and by 1913 Crenshaw got out with his money However, the ASM dissolived in 1913, and the aranagement was that the building would not be used for a medical school anymore Hood probably needed Freeman's services and could not pay him, so he offered stock. He gave it to him, did not sell it.  THey moved to the Moore ST. building and Freeman left, after Mrs. Hood purchased his stock for about $1200, a lot of money..and took over the bookkeeping and registratrs function By 1918 the enrollment was down to only 25 students.  However, there was a federal program for invalid veterans, that Hood tapped into, and in any case enrollemtns everywhere were rising at the end of WWI
